Responding to the reading

This is a slightly strange reading for this time of year, as it feels like we’ve just ‘done’ the
whole Easter thing, and now we are heading into a new season...spring is well underway
and perhaps the first signs of summer are breaking through where you are.

Yet, for a moment, we return to the dinner table of The Last Supper and Jesus speaks some
of his most powerful words. He is not preaching here, not making announcements from a
mountaintop or before a crowd, but gathered around a dinner table with his closest friends,
just after Judas has left to betray him. The moment is heavy with tension, and yet Jesus
speaks of glory, of God’s presence, and of love.

“I give you a new commandment, that you love one another. Just as | have loved you, you
also should love one another.”

This is not a suggestion or a sentiment—it’s a commandment. And it’s “new” not because
love hadn’t been commanded before, but because Jesus redefines its shape: “as | have

loved you.” This is love rooted in grace. A love that serves. A love that forgives. A love that
embraces those who will fail you. A love that shows up, even when it costs everything.
For those of us on a journey of discipleship, this passage invites us to consider love not
simply as a feeling, but as a daily practice—an intentional, grace-filled choice to act for the
well-being of others. Not only those who are easy to love, but also those who test our
patience or challenge our assumptions.
Jesus’ commandment is deeply liberating. It doesn’t ask us to have all the answers, to be
perfect, or to believe a fixed set of ideas. It simply asks us to love as we have been loved.
That’s grace. Grace that says: you are enough. Grace that empowers you to reflect God’s
love outward. Grace that transforms not only individuals, but communities.
This call to love is especially urgent in a world fractured by division and fear. As disciples of
Jesus, our credibility doesn’t come from dogma, but from love lived out: in justice, in
hospitality, in compassion.
“By this everyone will know that you are my disciples.” Not by how loudly we speak, but by
how deeply we love.
So as you reflect today, ask yourself:

- Who in my life needs to see and feel love in action?

- How can | respond to others with the same grace that Jesus shows me?

- What might it look like to make love the foundation of my discipleship, every

day?
This is our invitation and our challenge: to be people of radical, inclusive, grace-filled love.
Not just in words, but in truth and action.
And by this, may the world see something of God.

Prayers and Prayer Pointers

Monday 19th May
- On this day in 1536, Ann Boleyn, second wife of Henry VIl was executed, as
part of a chapter of English history that many of us have studied at school, or
watched TV programmes about, but which continues to effect the political and
religious landscape in this country.
- Today, there are still many people whose lives are at risk because of the choices
and whims of powerful, unchecked, selfish leaders. Join in prayer for all affected by
tyranny, bullying and patriarchy.

Tuesday 20th May
- What can you see from where you are sitting / lying / standing, right now?
- As you look around, try to look with the eyes of God — what would God see?
What elements of the view might need prayer?

Wednesday 21st May
- Why not use a simple mantra today — keep coming back to it throughout the
day, as a way to ground your experience of living through your day as part of your
journey of discipleship. You might like to write it down and keep it in your pocket so
you keep feeling it, or say it aloud every time you stand up or sit down, or set an
alarm on your phone to remind you of the mantra every hour...
- You could choose your own mantra that works for you, or use this one: ‘Show
me your way, O God,

Thursday 22nd May

- Living, loving God, today | pray for all affected by illness and pain. Into the cloud of

their situation, bring your healing, comforting light, | pray. Amen.

Friday 23rd May
- On this day in 1998 the Good Friday Agreement was accepted in a referendum
in Northern Ireland, with around 75% of the population voting ‘yes’. This agreement
was a major development in ending the ‘Troubles’ and bringing peace to Ireland.
- God of peace, today | pray for all places affected by conflict and war. May those
in power learn the lessons of history and recognise that peace is the only way
forward and is worth the cost. Bring ceasefire, lasting peace, healing and wholeness, |
pray, O God. Amen.

Saturday 24th May
- Today is Aldersgate day, marking the anniversary of John Wesley’s experience
of having his ‘heart strangely warmed’ when he attended a meeting in Aldersgate,
London in 1738.
- His personal response to this encounter with the Spirit transformed his life,
revived Christianity in the UK, and led to the creation of the Methodist Church!
- Pay attention today — what small act of revival might God be inviting you to
take, in your own life, in your community, in your church? What is God inviting you to
get involved in? Pray about anything that comes up.
